Abbot completes renovation to
Schraftt Center - 600,000 s/t property

CHARLESTOWN, MA Ab-
bot Building Restoration
Co., Inc. recently com-
pleted amajorrestoration at
the historic Schrafft Center.
Formerly the Schrafft’s
candy factory, the 600,000
s/f building was converted
by the Flatley Co. into a
mixed-use commercial
property in 1984. A sig-
nificant requirement that
encompassed the entire
project wasto assure thatall
renovations maintained the
elegantarchitectural design
of original structure.

After more than 20 years
ofexposure tothe New Eng-
land weather, the exterior of
the building, located at 529
Main St., wasinneed of res-
toration. Flatley contracted
Abbottoreplace and reflash
the brick work on the rear of
the building, and to repoint
the brick panels, repair and
reseal the concrete, and re-
caulk the windows around
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the front and sides of the
building.

The second phase of the
restoration projectinvolved
amulti-story bonded ware-
house and a large one-story
building, located at 465
Medford St., which are also
part of the Schrafft’s com-
plex. On the bonded ware-
house, which was converted
into a four-story office
building, Abbot worked as
part of the renovation team
to remove the garage doors
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and create window open-
ings to match the existing
brick work and brownstone.
On the one-story building,
Abbot created new window
openings and performed
brick work under the win-
dows toreflect the architec-
ture of the complex.

The final phase of the
project was the renovation
of the old Domino sugar
factory that was converted
into a storage facility. After
demolition was performed

toremove the existing silos,
Abbot constructed a new
brick wall to finish the ex-
terior facade.

The entire project, includ-
ing restoration of the main
building and the subsequent
phases, took more than 3
years to complete. Abbot
continues to perform ongo-
ing maintenance and repairs
as required by the owner.
